Dear Friends, 
 
 I have found that at the beginning of most 
summers, I have recommended taking the time to 
look around and enjoy the beauty of the creation. I 
have also usually recommended taking the time to 
reflect carefully by reading. Rarely have I actually rec-
ommended a reading list, though. 
 Let me violate that only slightly by two sug-
gestions. First, is an invitation to become acquainted 
with the daily lectionary. On Sundays, we use a lec-
tionary for our lessons that follows a three year cycle. 
But there is also a daily lectionary which over the 
course of two years reads through pretty much all of 
the Bible. It is an important resource for daily prayer 
and study. But for so many people who have thought 
to learn more about the Bible it is also a particularly 
manageable and helpful option. By simply reading 
through it – an Old Testament, a Gospel and another 
New Testament reading each day – you will read 
through the Bible in two years on the basis of five to 
ten minutes a day.  Doing it this way, you won’t find 
yourself in the position of starting to read the Bible 
and giving up about the time of Genesis 11 in a flood 
of “begats.” The PCUSA website, which you can ac-
cess from the home page of GPC’s website gives you 
these readings. You can even subscribe and have 
them sent to you each day. 
 A second source for reading is found at the 
Reformed Institute’s website. Bruce Douglass and 
other members of the Company of Teachers regu-
larly contribute reviews of books of religious interest 
and that are of high quality. Look it up; the Re-
formed Institute webpage also has a link found on 
our home page. 
 And finally, take a look in GPC’s library. Ann 
Hunt has done a wonderful job of keeping this up 
with high quality, recent books in religious reading. 
Many of the Reformed Institute recommendations 
are there. GPC has a very good church library. Do 
make use of it, and seek to discern the eternal Word 
behind all the words of the faithful.

After dreaming and planning and fundraising for more 
than a year, a small group will visit the Children of 
Uganda’s Sabina School in Rakai, Uganda, next month.  
Alice Bell, Betsy Ray, and Kara Vanderkamp (a friend of 
GPC who will be the girls’ chaperone) will leave for 
Uganda on June 12.   Pat Davies, who is Chair of the 
Board of Children of Uganda, will leave a day sooner and 
be on the ground to welcome them.  After getting supplies 
and catching some rest in Kampala, the group will head to 
Sabina School and be welcomed by over 300 beautiful 
children and their dedicated staff. 
 

The group looks forward to observing first-hand the life at 
the school and home, including the learning and nurturing, 
the library, permaculture garden, and the dancing and sing-
ing!  They plan on getting to know the children, helping 
them with reading and art, organizing soccer games, and 
generally lending a heart and a hand however they can.  
Most important, they look forward to building personal 
ties between GPC and COU on what they hope is the first 
of many visits from our congregation.   
 

After a week at the Sabina School, the group will return to 
Kampala for two days where they will do some sightseeing 
and visit Philips House, a home sponsored by COU for 
young adults with physical and intellectual challenges.  
Early on June 23 they will return home, no doubt leaving a 
bit of their hearts in Uganda, but also bringing back lots of 
pictures and stories to share with GPC!
